Banners are available in a variety of colors in

both perforated polyvinyl chloride (PVC) and

ripstop nylon sailcloth. Typical banners are

2-3” thick with a density of the encapsulated

fiberglass of 3/4 to 2.0#. Banners should

always be completely encapsulated to

prevent MMF (man made fibers) from

entering the interior environment.

CMA Banners provide the architect and

installing contractor the flexibility of many

different architectural looks and inexpen-

sive installation alternatives. Banners can

be draped across and attached

to pre-strung cables, or attached

directly to the building’s structure.
